1. General information:
1. What's going on: Motoclubs KoduKõrts, Freedom Feelers and Villamoto and other orienteering fans have agreed to roll and organize STREETMOTO Moto-orienteering Cup which consists of the following cups:

2. Who and why: MotoClub Villamoto  is registered in Võru county in the Haanja borough in the village of Villa. The goal of our event "Poodi mano sõit“ (A ride to the local shops) is to promote the bikers community in Võru county. It stands for local development and local history, heritage, cultural traditions and value. We want to demonstrate interesting and beautiful places of Southern Estonia. The aim is to see more tourists discovering the Estonian nature and origin. With arranging this event we want to continue an annual tradition of moto-orienteering in South Estonia.

3. To whom this event is designed: To all who love motorcycles and to discover Võru, Valga, Põlva, Northern Latvia to get acquainted with them and learn more. The route is passable to all types of motorcycles.

3. Time and place
1. Moto-orientation cup will take place on Saturday 03 July 2010th on the Võru, Valga and Põlva roads and in  the Republic of Latvia.

2. The Cup centrum is at the Kanarbiku tourism farm
3. START for the gravel and asphalt-classes is Võru Liberty Square(Võru Vabaduse väljak). Forest class START and FINISH is in THE NURSIPALU military camp in Nursi village(Võru county).
4. Finish of gravel and asphalt classes, and the overall award ceremony for all classes take plave at Kanarbiku tourism farm in Rõuge(Võru county).

4. Organizers:
1. The contest is organized by the Motoclub Villamoto
2. Head judge: Raid Päärn
3. Competition Secretary: Kristel Kährik Karin Lätting, Margit Lukka
4. Route: Priit Plakk, Päärn Raid, Anti Johanson
5. Competition Description:
1. Racecourse approximate characteristics:

- Class asphalt: asphalt road route up to 80%, 20% of the gravel roads.

- Class of gravel: gravel road route up to 70%, 30% of the short path.

- Forest class: 80% of the short path, 20% of the gravel roads

2. The general documents of the race for the competitor is the map with the checkpoints and checklist of the checkpoints. 
3. Start: Competitors will bring the bikes until 12.30 am to the Võru Liberty Square(Võru Vabaduse väljak) to the area allocated for it. The competitor will be given a number and it has to be attached to the bike. Around 13:00 sounds the start command, then the competitor may go to the bike, take the map and take off.

4. Finish: competitors have finished the race, when the checkpoint list is handed over to the judge.
5. A competitor has to mark a stamp into the checkpoint list at every checkpoint.
6. Stage Scoring:
1. The contest is organized by the Villamoto
2. Every checked checkpoint gives 10 points
3. According to the completion time and with the biggest number of checkpoints visitings 15 first competitors will be given points as follows.

4. 15 fastest competitors in the special stage:

	1st - 15p

5. The bonus points: Answering additional questions correctly in the checkpoints will be awarded with 1 point each in case the competitor has the stamp in the checkpoint list. 
6. Time will be measured in the orienteering stage with accuracy of a minute, in the special stage with accuracy of a second. 
7. Control Point or Check-designation:
1. Checkpoints are marked on the map with red dots.
2. Checkpoints in the countryside or on the roads are shown with a red sign. The number of a checkpoint is fixed on the signpost. A checkpoint is recorded to the checkpointlist with a stamp which is attached to the signpost. 
8. Race machines, competitors, racing classes, equipment:
1. It is allowed to compete in the cup with a machine which requires A-class driving licences(except ATV). 
2. Motorcycle must meet the technical requirements established by law.

3. It is allowed to use all additional measuring devices. 
4. Competitors are allowed to ride with a co-driver(no age or sex limits). 
5. Points accounts for the championship are held in two categories: Asphalt and gravel class

9. Required documents:
1. Registration quistonnaire (pre-registration www.villamoto.ee or on the event day)
2. Driver's license.
3. A valid technical roadworthiness certificate and registration of the motorcycle, a valid insurance policy and a document certifying the right to use a motorcycle (if necessary).
10. Registration and entry fee:
1. Pre-registration form in the Internet: www.villamoto.ee or on the event day before take-off 10am to 12am.

2. To cover partially the spendings the entry fee has to be paid on site (per competitor), pre-registration until 15.06.2009 - 16 EUR, or later on the event day – 26 EUR. The passenger is  not required to pay entry fees.

3. Participation is allowed for 30 competitors in each class, competition takes if there is more than 3 racers in one class.
11. General responsibilities:
1. Competitors are required to ride according to all traffic rules during the race, a competitor is responsible for all possible accidents and violations.
2. Servicing, maintenance, repairing and refueling the bike is allowed during the whole race.
3. Competitors are required to behave according to the rules of nature reserve since the route leads through Haanja natural park areas. Motor vehicles are allowed to ride only on roads and not some off-road, riders who violate this rule will be disqualified. 
12. Penalties:
1. Finishing later than the check time - every minute of delay, 1 minus point.

2. Harsh violation of the traffic rules fixed by the judge - Disqualification.

3. Failure to comply with the orders of judges - Disqualification.

4. Deliberate violation or removal of the signs of the track - Disqualification.

5. Riding in a nature reserve outside of the cup route - Disqualification.

13. Protests:
1. Protests will be resolved by the head referee. 
14. Stage Awards:
1. The three best of each class will be awarded with a trophy.

2. Organisers and sponsors of the contest may give out special prizes. 
3. All of the questions not mentioned in this regulation will be solved by the General Inspector
